ILT: Building the capacity of our teacher leaders and building relationships are
the focus for the CPS this year. The ILT members will take the lead on coaching
colleagues and conducting peer observations this school year. Co-Labs: ILT
members facilitate discussions and lead grade-level meetings to student
progress through student voice, engagement, and instruction.

Math: Grades K-5 will have started implementing our new math curriculum,
lllustrative Math. Grades 6-8 will continue to implement the All Things Algebra
curriculum and utilize the Desmos curriculum.

ELA: We will continue to implement Balanced Literacy in grades K-8. Grades 5-7
will focus on writing and 7 & 8 will focus on book clubs.

MTSS: Spring Math is a math intervention. Staff members piloting the
intervention program will participate on Sept. 14th and 21st. MTSS intervention
groups have been created and identified students have already been receiving
interventions. Parents will be receiving a letter to let them know their child will be
participating in interventions.

SEL: Sonia Ramos-Perez was cleared to start as our second counselor. Carolyn
Curtin will mentor Sonia when she starts along with coaching a counseling intern,
Claire Boyle, this school year. The 2nd Step Curriculum curriculum, Calm
Classroom, and CHAMPS will continue to be implemented this year and our MFS

The CPS Crossing Guard Supervisor slotted a
crossing guard at the corner of 81st Place and Springfield for approval on all
vacancies that have been filled on September 2nd.

o Parent Patrol: Dawes is reviving Parent Patrol. Parents can volunteer in the
morning from either 7:45 am - 8:15 am to help with the safe passage of our
children and assist staff with checking book bags or from 2:45 pm until 3:15 pm
to help with safe passage at dismissal. Interested parents can sign up at the main
office. Jannet Vega will help parents with the volunteer process.

o Safe Passage: Dawes is now on the waiting list for Safe Passage.
Staff members continue to volunteer to man the corners to direct traffic and
enable our students to cross the street safely.

o Traffic Pattern:Hamlin Avenue and Springfield Avenue will both be closed
between 81st Place and 81st Street at both arrival and dismissal. Hamlin and
81st Place and Springfield and 81st Street will be closed daily at 2:20 pm.
